4. Has an understanding of the interactions and integration of fire safety systems and all other systems in buildings, industrial structures and similar facilities; and
5. Is able to make use of all the above and any other required knowledge to undertake the practice of fire engineering.

A Fellow grade member of the IFE should meet the following criteria:
1. Demonstrate significant individual responsibility, sustained achievement and exceptional professionalism during their career
2. Demonstrate successful leadership and an outstanding contribution to the fire engineering profession over an extended period, not normally less than 15 years
